What is CASA?

CASA (Court Appointed Special Advo-
cate) is a program which intervenes on
behalf of abused and neglected
children.

Entering the court system can be a
confusing and frightening experience for
abused and neglected children. This is
where CASA plays an integral role.

CASA volunteers are at least 21 years of
age and are professionally trained
community volunteers. They are
appointed by a judge to work first, last
and always in the best interest of the
child at the heart of a case.

CASA volunteers visit the children
weekly, monitor the case progress and
ensure that the child’s treatment needs
are met, spending 10-15 hours a month

working on the child’s case. The
volunteer reports their findings directly
to the court with the ultimate goal of
finding a safe and permanent home for
that child.

Why We Need CASA

* Approximately 3.3 million allegations of
child abuse and neglect involving 6 million
children are made to Child Protective Service
agencies each year.

*In 2008, an estimated 772,000 children were
substantiated as victims of child

maltreatment, a rate of 10.3 per 1,000 chil-
dren in the US and Puerto Rico.

* Children who had been prior victims of
maltreatment were 94.6% more likely to
experience an occurrence than those who
were not prior victims. The youngest children
(from birth through age 4) were most likely to
be determined to be maltreated compared to
all other age groups.

* An estimated 1,740 children nationally died
from abuse or neglect in 2008. Children 0-4
years old accounted for 79.8% of child
fatalities. Children younger than 1 year old
accounted for 45.3% of all child fatalities.

Karla
continued to gather information on her case
and successfully convinced the parties
involved to look further into the placement
of the two siblings.

After reviewing all facts of the case, the
decision was made to reunite the two siblings
with their older sibling. They were adopted
into the same safe, secure home and today all
three children have adjusted well.
